CONFERENCE OVERVIEW
The theme of the 2012 Annual Meeting of the Midwest Chapter of the Society of Environmental Toxicology and Chemistry (MW SETAC) is “Environmental Justice”. The meeting will take place in Terrence Murphy Hall, at the University of St. Thomas in Minneapolis, MN.
The meeting begins Tuesday, March 20 at 8:30 A.M. with a Short Course “Whole Effluent Toxicity”. The technical program will begin Tuesday at 1:00 P.M. with a keynote guest speaker, followed by a series of platform presentations.  The afternoon session will be followed by a Poster Session/Cocktail Reception from 6:00 – 8:00 P.M.  Everyone is invited to engage in spirited scientific discussion of the posters while enjoying a nice selection of complimentary hors d'oeuvres. Wednesday morning, March 21, the scientific program will continue starting at 8:00 with additional contributed platform/keynote presentations.  Lunch will be provided at noon, and the meeting will be adjourned by 3:00 P.M. on Wed, March 21st.
The keynote speakers will discuss what “Environmental Justice” means to them, as representatives of academia, government, non-governmental organizations and industry.

SUBMISSION OF PAPER AND POSTER ABSTRACTS

· The deadline for abstracts for the platform and poster presentations is February 19, 2012. There will be no deadline extensions.
· Guidance for abstract preparation is provided below.  Platform and poster abstracts should be emailed via plain text (or attach a MS Word file) to Dalma Martinovic-Weigelt (dalma@stthomas.edu). In the subject line, insert “Abstract Submission MW SETAC Meeting”  

· Presenters should indicate their preference for method of presentation as platform, poster, or no preference.  
· The Program Committee will attempt to follow presentation preferences; however, in order to optimize the balance and flow of the Program, the Program Committee reserves the right to request that individuals change their presentation format.  Student presenters who are competing for student awards should state they are interested in the best student competition on their abstract.
· Platform presentations should be 15 minutes long including three to five minutes for questions and discussion.  All platform presentation slides must be compatible with projection in Microsoft Powerpoint®.  Platform presenters must bring their presentations on a USB stick drive for transfer to the projecting computer.

· Posters will be presented on Tuesday afternoon/evening at the Social.  Posters may be any size up to the full dimension of the poster boards, which is 40” high by 50” wide.  More details will be provided when notices of acceptance are sent to authors.

· Authors will be notified of acceptance electronically no later than February 17, 2012.  For questions regarding submissions, contact Dalma Martinovic (dalma@stthomas.edu). If circumstances require that you withdraw a presentation, please notify Dalma as soon as possible.
ABSTRACT PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION
Platform and poster abstract submissions should be formatted according to the example below.  Underline the presenting author's name.  Word count must be under 300 including title, authors, affiliation, and text.  Abstracts over 300 will be edited without author's review.  Provide short affiliations for all authors.  Please use Times New Roman 12-point font.  Email via plain text or MS Word to Dalma Martinovic-Weigelt (dalma@stthomas.edu). Insert “Abstract Submission MW SETAC Meeting” in the subject line.

2012 MW SETAC STUDENT* ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE AWARD (1 award) 

The Midwest SETAC Chapter Board of Directors has established this program to promote student involvement in environmental justice activities. We will give one award ($500.00) to support travel/participation in a workshop/meeting that explores topics in environmental justice. The contest is open to all undergraduate and graduate students. Interested student applicants should submit the application package (award application form, essay, and statement of intent - see forms below) to Dalma Martinovic-Weigelt (dalma@stthomas.edu) by February 19, 2012. Subject line should read “MW SETAC justice award”.
We invite students* to write an essay that highlights an environmental justice issue that is relevant to citizens of states in which Midwest SETAC Chapter members work and reside (SD, ND, MN, IA, WI, IL, MI). The topic should be relevant to the environmental issues that are of interest to Midwest and National SETAC. These include research related to contaminants and other stressors in the environment, education in the environmental sciences, and the use of science in environmental policy and decision-making. The essay should not exceed 1000 words and it should be submitted in an electronic form (MS Word preferred). 
In addition to the essay, we ask students to write a brief statement of intent (500 words max), which describes how they plan to use conference/workshop experience to further environmental justice in their communities (scientific or non-scientific).

Criteria for judging entries will include interest to environmental science practitioners and general public, clarity of style, and organization. Awards will be made directly to the students at the annual meeting March 20-21, 2012.  The winning essay will be featured on Midwest SETAC’s web page and the recipient will receive $500.00 award. 
2012 MW SETAC STUDENT* TRAVEL AWARD PROGRAM (several awards available)
The Midwest SETAC Chapter Board of Directors has once again established a program to support student travel to our annual Chapter meeting.  The purpose of this program is to encourage student participation and reduce the cost of attending the annual meeting.  Several $250 travel awards will be made for MW SETAC students* who must travel more than 50 miles to attend the MW SETAC. $100 awards are available for the local students. Awards will be made directly to the students at the annual meeting March 20-21, 2012.  Interested student applicants should submit the following package of information as soon as possible but no later than February 19, 2012:

1. A 2012 student travel award application form (See below)

2. A copy of the applicant’s abstract submitted for this year’s 2012 MW SETAC
3. A brief statement of research goals and accomplishments (type written, not to exceed 500 words).

Ideally, all applicants for a travel award will be funded.  However, as the number of awards is limited by available funds, applicants will be ranked based on the following criteria:

1. Completeness and timeliness of the application package, 

2. Quality of the abstract, and

3. Organization and presentation of applicant’s statement of goals and accomplishments.

Students who are receiving awards will be notified no later than Friday, February 26, 2012, to allow the student time to register before the March 2nd – during discounted registration deadline.
